born with bowl legs, Hoi used to walk
unsteadily. Lastyear, SAP-VN funded
his corrective surgery. Now, | could
nottellthat he had ever had walking
problem. Hoi told me that he has
never known his father. He lives with
his mother and his blind maternal
grandmother. His small brick house
was built with the help of the village
mutual assistance fund. The walls are
still bare without cement stucco.

Hoifollowed me and kept holding my hand as we walked around the village to visit two more
children. I felt his happiness. Perhaps it was the first time he held the hand of a male figure.
Fora moment I felt both joy and sorrow for Hoi. He will continue to live in his dark, dirt-floor,
litle house with his mom and grandmother. | wish that Hoi had a big brother/father figure who
could lend him a hand that he could hold onto.

Pham Van Toan is a9 y.0. boy from Hai Minh, Hai Hau, Nam Dinh. He was born with birth
defect that affects his mobility. He can not stretch his legs. He moves around by hopping on
I his bentlegs in a kneeling position. He hops quickly from place

to place and seems to be happy despite his physical condition.
He missed the surgery in Augustbecause his parents were so
busy making end meets. They did nothear about SAP-VN free

orthopedic surgery project. | asked Dr. Loc, Deputy Director of
Nam Dinh AGAPE hospital about Toan's prognosis. Dr. Loc told
me that his condition ccould be surgically corrected. After
corrective surgery, Toan will be able to stand up and walk either

on his own orwith braces. Toan
