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3. SAP-VN contracts with Regional and Provincial Orthopedic and 
Rehab centers (Thai Nguyen, Ba Vi, Tam Diep-Ninh Binh, Thanh 
Hoa, Qui Nhon, Khanh Hoa, and Can Tho) to conduct screening 
examinations. Our associate is present at the screening to make 
sure that our criteria are met. After screening, the three collaborative 
parties finalize the list of selected children who will receive corrective 
surgery and/or orthopaedic equipment.

4. Selection Criteria: Children from 2-16 years old who have club 
feet or deformities by birth, accident, or diseases that prevent them 
from walking or normal movement of their limbs.

5. Once the list of children recommended for surgery is complete, 
the children are scheduled for pre-operation procedures. We arrange 
to conduct surgery by province, 20 to 30 children at a time. The 
surgery takes place at the Orthopedic and Rehab centers. After the 
surgery, we help provide braces, orthopedic shoes, splints if needed 
by surgeon’s recommendation. The collaborative provincial agency 
will monitor and facilitate the rehab for the children. 

COST
The total cost is currently about 250 USD per child. The cost 

includes hospital fees, equipment, rehab cost and transportation to 
and from hospital.

STEPS TAKEN BEFORE IMPLEMENTing PROJECT
1. By self-introduction, referral by other province, or  referral by 

orthopaedic center, SAP-VN makes initial contact with prospective 
province  or prospective province initiates contact with SAP-VN 
requesting help with orthopedic surgery. 

2. Associate meets with collaborative provincial agency (typically 
the Provincial Children Fund) to present our orthopedic project, what 
SAP-VN can and will do, what province will be expected to do, how 
to collaborate, sample proposal, etc... 

3. Provincial agency writes a formal proposal and gets approval 
from province government 

4. Once proposal is endorsed by province government, SAP-VN 
will start the orthopedic project in the province.

5. Associate will work with collaborative provincial agency and 
orthopedic center to arrange for screening and surgery.

PROCESS
1. An implementation contract is signed by SAP-VN, local 

collaborative agency, and the orthopaedic center or hospital. The 
contract specifies responsibilities of each party:

a. SAP-VN provides funding
b. Provincial agency provides statistics and logistics to facilitate 

screening and surgery of the selected children in their province
c. Orthopedic & Rehab Center performs surgery and provides 

orthopaedic equipment and rehabilitation 
2. SAP-VN collaborates with the government agency (typically the 

Provincial Children Fund) at provincial level to obtain the statistics 
of all children in the province.

DESCRIPTION OF SAP-VN ORTHOPEDIC SURGERY PROJECT IN VIETNAM
GOAL: To sponsor corrective surgery for 600 children/yr.

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TIMELINE
Jan-Feb: Planning, making adjustment, scheduling for screening 

in provinces
Mar-May: Conducting screening examination in provinces
Jun-Sep: Performing surgery at orthopedic centers or hospitals, 

conducting group and/or individual visits to orthopaedic patients
Oct-Dec: Finalizing actual lists of children, checking individual files 

and sending them to the US, paying cost of surgery, equipment, 
and other expenses

LOCATIONS
We sponsor about 40 to 60 children per province per year. The 

number depends on our available funding and the need of each 
province.

For 2011, SAP-VN sponsors children in
1. North: Cao Bang, Tuyen Quang, Thai Nguyen, Ninh Binh, Thanh 

Hoa, Son Tay
2. Central: Binh Dinh, Khanh Hoa, Gia Lai Kontum
3. South: Dong Thap, Tra Vinh, Ca Mau, Kien Giang, An Giang

FOLLOW-UP
1. We visit with selective children who received surgery to assess 

improvement and to provide care and intervention if needed. The 
follow-up visit is conducted yearly by volunteers from the US. 
Visits can be with a group of children gathering at local agency or 
individually at their home.

2. We also invite the children who received surgery in previous year 
to come to screening event of current year to be examined by surgeon. 
Some children may need additional surgery and/or equipment.

Sôn Haø

Lôøi giôùi thieäu: Nguyeãn Sôn Haø hieän laø sinh vieân haäu ñaïi hoïc UC 
San Diego. Sôn Haø tham gia ñoaøn khaùm beänh löu ñoäng SAP-VN taïi 
huyeän Baéc Bình, Bình Thuaän, thaùng 7/2010 vaø sau ñoù tham gia ñoaøn 
kieåm tra chöông trình phaãu thuaät chænh hình ôû caùc tænh mieàn Taây.

Ngaøy coøn beù, toâi hay gaëp khoù khaên trong chuyeän giaøy deùp. Lyù 
do ñôn giaûn laø vì toâi khoâng 
coù moät ñoâi baøn chaân bình 
thöôøng. Baø haøng xoùm vaãn 
thöôøng hay goïi toâi laø “Con beù 
chín ngoùn röôõi.” Ngaøy aáy toâi 
khoâng hieåu toâi khaùc vôùi moïi 
ngöôøi nhö theá naøo. Chæ bieát 
raèng caâu noùi cuûa baø laøm toâi 
khoù chòu, ñuû ñeå nhaän thöùc 
ñöôïc raèng toâi khoâng theå ñeå 
cho ai bieát caùi bí maät aáy. 
Caây kim trong boïc cuõng coù 
ngaøy loøi ra. Moät laàn, ngöôøi 
baïn ngoài keá beân trong lôùp cuùi 
xuoáng nhaët caây vieát bò ñaùnh 
rôi. Theá laø giôø tröa hoâm aáy, 
toâi ñaõ trôû thaønh ñeà taøi cuûa luõ 
baïn toø moø ñeán ngaây ngoâ. Caû 

boïn bao quanh, ñoøi toâi phaûi cho chuùng xem baøn chaân cuûa mình. Toâi 
ngoài beïp xuoáng, duøng hai baøn tay laønh laën che baøn chaân khuyeát taät, 
maét nhaém nghieàn. Luùc ñoù, öôùc chi toâi coù theå la theùt leân raèng: taät 
nguyeàn khoâng phaûi laø moät caùi toäi! Thaät vaäy, noù khoâng phaûi laø moät 
caùi toäi, nhöng laïi laø moät noãi ñau, aâm æ ñeán ngheïn ngaøo. Nhöng coù 
leõ, toâi seõ khoâng theå naøo hieåu thaáu suoát noãi ñau ñoù baèng em.

Em laø moät beù gaùi leân ba, maûnh khaûnh vaø xinh xaén. Em ôû raát xa, 
caùch chuùng ta moät bôø ñaïi döông, baêng qua nhöõng con ñöôøng hun huùt 
doïc theo nhöõng ngoïn nuùi traäp truøng, nhöõng caùnh ñoàng thaêm thaúm, 
nhöõng thò traán nhoän nhòp, roài ñeán nhöõng con ñöôøng moøn ñaát ñoû, 
vaø cuoái cuøng laø con keânh nhoû, nôi maø meï em vaãn haèng ngaøy ñöa 
khaùch boä haønh sang soâng baèng chieác xuoàng töï ñoùng. Toâi vaãn coøn 
nhôù nhö in hình daùng em ngoài treân saøn nhaø baèng goã khi chuùng toâi 
ñeán thaêm. Ñoâi maét xoe troøn, em nhìn töøng vò khaùch böôùc vaøo nhaø 
moät caùch hoàn nhieân. Em khoâng theå vui möøng chaïy ñeán chaøo ñoùn 
chuùng toâi hoaëc beõn leõn nuùp ñaèng sau löng meï khi gaëp ngöôøi laï nhö 
nhöõng ñöùa treû khaùc. Em chæ coù theå ngoài ñoù, chôø ñôïi. Em chôø gì vaø 
ñôïi gì? Döôøng nhö chính baûn thaân em, em cuõng khoâng theå hieåu roõ, 
chæ bieát raèng em ñaõ quen roài vôùi caùi kieåu ñôïi chôø ñoù. 

Em teân Bình An. Meï em giaûi thích, vì luùc sanh em ra, thaáy em 
taät nguyeàn, chò khoâng mong gì hôn ngoaøi vieäc em seõ coù moät cuoäc 
soáng an bình. Baäc laøm cha laøm meï, ai laïi khoâng mong con caùi cuûa 
mình coâng danh ñoã ñaït, giuùp ích cho ñôøi. Nhöng döôøng nhö söï taät 
nguyeän ñaõ cöôùp ñi caùi nieàm ao öôùc töôûng chöøng nhö raát ñôn giaûn 
cuûa ngöôøi phuï nöõ aáy vaø cuûa chính em. Khi ñöôïc chuù Thaønh hoûi 
söï trôï giuùp cuûa hoäi veà phaãu thuaät chænh hình ñaõ giuùp cho em nhö 
theá naøo, meï cuûa em traû lôøi: “Tröôùc khi phaãu thuaät, beù khoâng theå 
töï ñöùng daäy ñöôïc. Hôn nöõa, khi ngoài löng bò cuïp xuoáng, khoâng theå 
ngoài thaúng. Nhöng sau khi phaãu thuaät, baây giôø beù ngoài deã daøng 
hôn vaø ñaõ coù theå chaäp chöõng ñi.” Luùc ñoù, oâng ngoaïi cuûa em caàm 
tôø giaáy, baûo em ñöùng daäy laáy. Em chaàm chaäm ñöùng daäy nhö moät 
ñöùa beù ñang ñeán tuoåi taäp ñi, ñi töøng böôùc khoù khaên ñeán beân oâng. 
Chuùng toâi chöa khoûi vui möøng vì thaáy em nhö ñaõ coù moät ñoâi chaân 
môùi thì boãng laëng ñi khi nhìn thaáy ñoâi baøn tay nhoû nhaén cuûa em 
khi ñöa veà phía tôø giaáy.

My thoughts
by Dr. Hieu Hoang

This was my first time volunteering on an international level. Everything 
was well organized and thought out. I liked our accommodations in 
both Saigon and Mui Ne.

Interview W/ Nikki & Britney

Middle school children are often found spending their free time 
playing with friends or stuck behind the television or computer.  Seven 
year old, Nicole Doan - who likes to be referred to as Nikki - and twelve 
year old, Britney Doan, are extraordinary sisters from Orange County, 
California who are unlike most children their age.  Spending their free 
time raising money and awareness for the less fortunate of Vietnam, 
Nikki and Britney have dedicated much time and effort in organizing 

and orchestrating 
multiple fundraisers.  
With all contributions 
going to the program 
SAP-VN - Social 
Assistance Program 
for Vietnam –, Nikki 
and Britney have 
raised almost $700 
with a simple idea 
many children have 
been  us ing  f o r 
decades.  

At the young age of seven, Nikki’s compassionate and creative 
attributes were well exemplified when she came up with the idea 
of creating a lemonade stand to raise money for the annual Mobile 
Care Trip sponsored by SAP-VN.  The fundraiser at Nikki’s school 
for the devastation that occurred from the Japanese tsunamis is what 
ignited the idea to create this stand.  Older sister Britney mentioned, 
“I am so proud of my little sister for coming up with the idea all by 
herself!”  Coming home from school one day, Nikki told her family 
about how her school was collecting money for the people affected 
by the Japanese tsunamis.  She then proceeded to present them with 
the idea of also raising money for the less fortunate in Vietnam.  With 
the help of her older sister, mother, and an unsuspected donor, the 
family was not only able to raise a large amount of money but also 
spread awareness of the ongoing underprivileged children in Vietnam.  

Two lemonade stands were arranged and implemented by the 
sisters.  With their idea set in mind and much enthusiasm for the 
cause, Nikki and Britney believed they could raise a great deal of 
money for the Mobile Care Trip.  On Sunday, June 29th, the sisters 
held a lemonade stand in their neighborhood.  By using some terrific 
marketing skills, the sisters decided they could ensure great sales 
by doing some advertising for this fundraiser.  They hung up posters 
around their neighborhood, personally handed out posters to their 
neighbors, and distributed flyers to their classmates with the hopes 
o f  g ene r a t i ng 
more awareness.  
On the day of the 
event, the sisters 
s e t  u p  t h e i r 
stand next to the 
community pool 
from 1pm – 5pm.  
In this short time 
span, the sisters 
managed to raise 

about $450 that was all contributed to SAP-VN. 
With some experience under their belt and since SAP-VN was 

coordinating a garage sale for the Mobile Care Trip, Nikki and Britney 
took advantage of this event to raise more money for the cause.  
On the day of the garage sale, the sisters set up another lemonade 
stand - which was donated by a contributor moved by the sisters’ 
intentions.  Using materials bought in bulk, the sisters charged $1 
for a cup of lemonade and $1 per cookie.  They explained, “Although 
there were not many customers during the garage sale, the people 
who did come by our stand were very generous.”  From the times 
of operation of 12pm – 2pm the sisters were able to raise $250 for 
SAP-VN.  

After raising approximately $700 in such a short amount of time, 
both Nikki and Britney felt proud and grateful to help such a great 
cause.  Nikki explained, “Even though it was really really hot and 
I was really really tired, I felt proud when it was all over.”  Both 
sisters mentioned how great they felt after they realized how much 
they could do to help and hope to continue their volunteer work for 
many years to come.  If other children are able to be as empathetic 
and kindhearted as these two sisters, it is a great indication of a 
promising future.
